Background:

CentreStage Theatre is a year-round community, volunteer-based theatre, now in its 26™ year.
We provide an opportunity for people to come together to share their love of theatre. As of
December 2009, we have produced 205 plays and musicals involving over 300 local actors and
technicians.

CentreStage Theatre is a vital part of Kings County. Each year, CentreStage brings in through
its doors over 10,000 people. The yearly economic impact (restaurants, gas, accommodation,
etc) is approximately $700,000. CentreStage Theatre has a strong reputation, is able to maintain
itself and would be a valuable place to invest your promotional dollars.

CentreStage Theatre offers great exposure. There are eight MainStage performances a year, each
running for six weeks (12-14 performances) and two family shows that run concurrently with
the main shows for three weeks each (6 performances).
